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Introduction

Cambridge International Schools will begin to implement the Head Boy &
Head Girl system starting from the beginning of the second term.

The Head Boy and Head Girl system is a system in place in all British
schools, through which the head boy and the head girl are elected through
elections within the school according to specific criteria by electing a Head
Boy and a Head Girl and a deputy for each stage beside a Prefect for each
school .

All school managers and academic managers are required to begin
preparing students and teachers to start this program (elections) to be held
on Thursday December 6 , 2018. The results will be announced on Monday,
December 10, 2018.

The inauguration ceremony and the performance of the promise will take
place during the school day on Thursday 13 December 2018.

Head boys and head girls are usually responsible for representing the
school at events, and therefore must be able to make public speeches. They
also serve as a good role model for students, and share pupils' ideas with
the school's leadership. They may also be expected to lead fellow Deputies

in their duties and to follow the school Prefect.

eTo devise and manage his deputy.
®To conduct break/lunch duties as per the regulations.

®To take responsibility as role models for younger students and helping to

ensure that the school is a safe and secure place for all students.

®To lead PE, Scout, Music sessions , Scout Camp and model activities as

directed by staff members.
®To mentor younger students.

® To attend to scheduled meetings, including Head Girls/Boys meetings,

Managers and Teachers meetings, as and when required.
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Expectations
Head boys and head girls will need to have the ability to work -

productively with others, whilst using their initiative and originality to
contribute to the positive ethos of the school.

They will need to be organised, responsible, enthusiastic, and a great -
ambassador for the school.

They must maintain excellent behaviour, uniform, attendance and -
punctuality.

They should always wear their own uniform and tags at all times.-

They must ensure that they check their school email on a regular basis for -
communications.

The role of the prefect may be summarised as to support the Head Boy ,
The head Girls and their deputies and to contribute to the smooth running of

their duties and participate in the development of the school.

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-Then a short list is performed combining 5 candidates from each stage.

- A formal interview will be carried out by the committee, which can express its
opinion in any candidate and recommend its exclusion.

- The five candidates from each stage will be given a 5-minute period in the

morning assembly to explain their objectives of candidacy and urge

students to vote for him.

- Elections are held for all students to vote on the five candidates by means of
small cards for boys and girls with the Cambridge logo and a place to write
the name of the candidate.

-Teachers and Teacher Assistants of the above stages have the right to vote

with two cards, one for boys and the other for girls .

- Voting shall be in one day for all stages

-The results shall be announced within 3 days of the voting day

* The Prefect - the highest number of votes.( May be Boy or Girl )
* Head Boy / Girl - the second highest number of votes.

* Deputy Head Boy / Girl - the 3rd highest number of votes

After a thorough training session on the role of Head Boy and Girl, the
new Team start his roll in ensuring that they continue the smooth

running of the Head Boy and Girl and the school.
